Registration 
Everyone attending the ceremony is asked to register beforehand.

Condition 
If you started the 40 day condition late, please finish the condition 40 
days from whenever you began. It is ok if you started late.  

 
Donation 
All of the donations (multiple of 13) for the Special Grace Ceremony will 
be sent to HQ, so it is preferrable to make the donation directly to them 

at this link. That being said, any way you choose to make your donation 
is fine.  

 
Can't attend on this date? 
The officiator of the ceremony is the Subregional Leader, so it is difficult 
for us to coordinate multiple ceremonies locally. In special case by case 
situations where you can not attend our local ceremony this Saturday, 
you are able to participate with another community's ceremony with 
permission from Rev. Thompson. Here is a link to ceremonies happening 
in other communities in the coming weeks. We can help facilitate 
connecting with a remote ceremony in these limited cases.
