"Stop the wars in Ukraine and Gaza and 

the myriad of other conflicts throughout 

the world and move the world in another 

direction. That is what leadership is all 



about -bringing the world together for 

the betterment of all people." 

Ambassador De Trani concluded, "You will 

join the ranks of the ambassadors for 

peace. Much will depend on all of you to 

move us in this direction, for the common 

good. Leaving a better world for future 

generations."
