It became as tradition 
for many years to organize in the first half of 
November the blessing workshop for blessed 

couples. This time, we hold the workshop from 8-10 
November with about 80 participants, including 
matching candidates. In reality it became quite 
international with the participation of other 
members who are missionaries or spouses of 
Albanian members from Italy, UK, Ukraine, Korea, 
Japan, Finland, etc. 

The content of the workshop was focused in such 
topics as: Life of Faith, importance of Blessing, 
Understanding One Self, Couples Relationship, and 
testimonies from members. 

Most of topics were presented by Dr. Ashley & Mrs. 
Susan Crosthwaite from UK, EUBFD responsible for 
first generation matching and blessing. Their topics 
focused on preparations for the blessing, importance 
of commitment to receive the blessing, couples 
relationships, empathetic listening, temperament, 
importance of sexual relationships and Emotion 
Code therapy. Precious part was their life 
testimonies. Many members could have the 
possibility of personal counseling from Ashley and 
Susan from Saturday afternoon till Sunday midnight.

Also this time, we gave an opportunity to two of our 
blessed sisters who mastered in psychology to 
present themselves and to offer their support to 
brothers and sisters. 

This workshop was a very beautiful time to 
regenerate and reflect on our life of faith, 
relationships with our spouses and a beautiful 
journey on the topics presented. The presence of 
blessed couples was a very beautiful feeling as a big 
family centered on True Parents.
