FFWPU Korea President Kyeung-Seuk Lu said, "Dr. Hak Ja Han Moon stated, 'We must go on a three-
year course centering on FFWPU' at the 2017 New Year's Special Gathering for Leaders," and 
emphasized, "Just as how the path one must trod is opened upon a stable foundation (given by bor-rib-do-
seng (本立道生), we must go back to the heart we had as early members, and embark on our three-year 
mobilization course, and rekindle the faith we had when we first entered the Unification movement." 
 
Following, Rev. Lu revealed, "We plan on holding the 'Hope Vision Rally for the Harmonious 
Unification of Korea' throughout the four main regions, with 120,000 people in attendance, and through 
the vision rallies for –si [city] and  –do [province], and vision rallies for  –eub [town], -myeon [township], 
-dong [village], we will educate 210,000 people," and emphasized, "Let us expand our societal foundation 
through the growth of the church, and become the people's religion that can be loved by the [Korean] 
people." 
 
This assembly began (on the 29th) with the opening ceremony, followed by a special report regarding the 
world providence, recitation of resolutions, a special gathering with Hak Ja Han Moon, a presentation of
