Requirements to Receive the Marriage Blessing 
 
A) For Matched Couples 
 
All matched/ engaged couples must complete the following requirements by the deadline in order to 
receive the Marriage Blessing: 
 
1. Education 
 
The Start Smart: Level 3 Blessing Education is designed to help engaged couples prepare for married life 
and the Marriage Blessing, and is a requirement for all matched couples. There will be a national Level 3 
Blessing workshop on December 18-20 at UTS, New York. Additionally, a Level 3 Online Course is 
available to matched couples that cannot make it to the New York workshop. 
 
2. Blessing Interview 
 
If you have not yet done so, please complete the Blessing Interview as soon as possible. This interview is 
designed to help you leave any mistakes completely behind, receive the forgiveness and grace of 
Heavenly Parent  and True Parents, and enter the Marriage Blessing with a renewed and pure heart.

3. Blessing Ceremony Application & Blessing Offering 
 
Additional requirements can be found on the application itself. The online application system was 
designed to help you best prepare for the Marriage Blessing.

B) For Married Couples
