Hello.
My name is Yuna Kwon, and | served as a member of the 4th Cheonshim Won Overseas
Volunteer Group for Heavenly USA.

Time has passed, and
we have reached the point where only one day remains before we leave for Korea. Today, |
would like to share with everyone the grace and blessings | received while serving in Heavenly
USA.

Overseas Volunteer Group, what remains in my heart is a depth of gratitude and happiness |
had never experienced before. There were times when | had to juggle responsibilities and
tasks from the Korean headquarters, leaving me so exhausted that | would hit my body to stay
awake while offering devotion. There were moments when | was so busy that | could not even
find time to shower. There were also painful moments when | had to confront my fallen natures
that | had long avoided.

Despite all of this, | felt a deep joy and gratitude rising from within my original mind, knowing
that all of my energy was being fully invested for Heaven's will, and that every effort | offered
here was reaching Heaven. As | came to feel this way, each day here became even more
precious.
