"Seeing the land across from us that once used to be united with the South, it brought us to think of the 

families that were divided apart, never to see each other again until one day the country would be brought 

together once again," shared a participant. 

 

In Seoul, the group visited the War Memorial of Korea. The museum displays the history of the Korean 

War and how the 38th parallel separation of North and South Korea took place. 

 

"We were all in awe of getting to have even just a small taste of the foundation that this country stands 

upon and what True Parents had to go through during their lifetime," shared a participant, as the group 

observed an array of intricate sculptures, artifacts, and life-sized remodeled cannons and tanks. 

 

"[We are] filled with so much new perspective on what [our] movement is built [upon]," said a 

participant. "This has been a really beautiful experience."
