2. Date and Time: The celebration should be held at 7:00 a.m. (local time), or at a time 

designated by the national leader, on Sunday, 5.1 by the Heavenly Calendar in the eighth 

year of Cheon Il Guk (June 21, 2020).  

3. Venue: The celebration should be held in in each country’s main chapel and in regional 

and local churches if possible, but otherwise according to the situation in your country.  

4. Fruit, cake and other items can be prepared for a Holy Day offering table, according to  

the circumstances of the local church. 
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
