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n late November President Young Shik An, 
European Staff, National Leaders of providential 

nations and Sub-Regional Leaders met near 
Frankfurt to review progress and consider plans 
ahead for the coming year.  

President An was able to share profound insights 
into True Father’s most important speech, Assembly 
to Proclaim the Substantial Word and the Era of the 
True Parents of Heaven, Earth and Humankind. He 
explained:  If we dig into the meaning we can be 
uplifted and filled with hope – it is like mining 
diamonds and gold.
