WHY HIS DEPARTURE IN THIS TIME - Because Father went beyond every physical limit, otherwise he 
could have lived much longer. Also for spiritual reasons, often he would say he needed to go to 
spiritual world as soon as possible, in order to bring unity in the spirit world, and with the physical 



world, and bring a great victory for Foundation Day. And also due to our failures, in fulfilling our 
responsibilities, he had to carry our burden. Now True Mother will have to continue this mission. We 
want to help her all the way, right?? YES!! 

Finally Rev. Hur brought the SPECIAL MESSAGE FROM TRUE MOTHER: "To go back to the original spirit 
of our Church, explaining Divine Principle every day, all members must become DP teachers. And to 
take more care of our Second Generation, educate them properly; they are our future, in our Church 
there are too many elder leaders." 

Rev. Hur concluded his message with a deep prayer.
