In a heartfelt celebration of friendship and hope, WFWP Russia and Kenya united through
the “Angels of Peace” initiative, bringing smiles to over 1,000 children in Nairobi. Rooted in
15 years of partnership, the journey carried more than 100 kg of gifts—school supplies, toys,
and care—from Moscow to Kenya. Classrooms came alive with joyful songs, dances, and
shared performances, as cultures embraced across continents. From school visits to an
intercultural concert and national TV appearance, each moment reflected a deeper truth:
when hearts connect beyond borders, peace becomes something we can truly see, feel, and
share.



Regional Highlights

Finland

“Give to Gain,” initiated by AFAES with partner
organizations including WFWP, featured Fatima Usman
and Yaya Sonko, plus a panel with Johanna Poutanen
(CMI), Sandra Tutah (Mirsal), Georgiana Forsang,
moderated by Paivi Yoshizumi. The program fostered
dialogue, empowerment, and meaningful community
connection.

WFWP UN in Vienna

At the Commission on Narcotic Drugs CND69 side event
in Vienna, WFWP and partners highlighted prevention
through education, family support, and youth
engagement. Speakers emphasized values-based
programs, community cooperation, and early
intervention as key to protecting young people from
drug-related risks.
