Yet I 

experienced, at the same time, the power of true love that transforms us to see and recognize that we are 

all equal in God and True Parents' sight as brothers and sisters, One Family under God. Visiting Africa 

and Goree Island gave an even more powerful meaning to the teachings of True Parents to "live for the 

sake of others" and to love one's enemies. 

 

When I entered the House of Slaves on Goree Island and stood at the "Door of No Return" my heart wept. 

Yet, in that moment, I had a reason to rejoice. I said to myself on behalf of all the descendants of the 

slaves of Africa: "I'm back!!!" Yes, I had accomplished the unthinkable, the unimaginable! And I knew 

that it was a victory not only for me but for all of my ancestors who kept hope alive by refusing to allow 

bitterness and hatred to prevent them from trusting in God and creating a pathway, through the Lord of 

the Second Advent, for deliverance and restoration! 

 

Thank you, True Parents! Thank you, True Mother, for reuniting Africans on the continent with the sons 

and daughters of the Diaspora and for restoring us to our original greatness! 

 

True Mother, not only are you the hope of a nation or continent. You are the Hope and Light of the world! 

I can never begin to thank God and you enough for having made this day possible, for making a dream
