(4) National Parents of the Year as Civic Leaders. 

 

Do not be concerned too much about which category they will fit into. The judges will make the final 

decision on that, although you are free to give your recommendation. 

 

Criteria for Parents' Day award nominees: 

 

1. Exemplify qualities of sacrificial love. 

 

2. Have overcome major obstacles (emotional, physical, financial, etc.) to provide for the 

personal development and happiness of children. 

 

3. Exhibit qualities of personal moral virtue and/or religious commitment. 

 

4. Have a noteworthy record of contributions to the family in the larger community.
