They begin to compare 

themselves to others, recognizing similarities and differences: Dad is stronger, a 

friend is taller, another friend runs faster, etc. They are ready to see what impact 

they can have on the world. They are able to begin to take risks and recover from 

loss or failure although the primary goal is winning. They have a strong sense of 

ownership—my toy, my dad, etc. This is the age of preschool and kindergarten 

when they are ready for “real learning.”
