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The World Clergy Leadership Conference in South Korea 

 

Ministers from the USA, Thailand, Zimbabwe and Japan joined KCLC representatives in a well-planned 

three-day programme. Also invited were Pastor George Okoro and David Hanna from Europe, 

representing ECLC. 

 

The group could hear presentations on The Epic History of the Chosen Han People; attend the Prayer 

Vigil for True Mother outside the detention centre; take a trip to the Imjin River at the DMZ; hold a joint 

service at the Seongnam Joeun Christian Church; have a private tour and prayer at the Cheon Won Gung 

and end the three days by attending the Friday Prayer Vigil, where four ministers gave powerful 

testimonies. 

 

Certainly, one major purpose was to bring ministers already close to True Mother, such as Archbishop 

Johannes Ndanga, to visit her in person; four ministers could do that.
