UPF Lima, Peru's beach cleanup to mark International Coastal Cleanup Day 2018
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Lima, Peru -- Inspired by the words of UPF co-Founder Dr. Hak Ja Han Moon during the Latin America
Summit 2018 in Sao Paulo, Brazil, in which she spoke about the need to protect the environment, a
delegation of Ambassadors for Peace in UPF-Peru joined a beach cleanup on September 15 to mark the
International Coastal Cleanup Day 2018.
